The finalists of the Young Creation Award 2022 
From the 32 videos submitted by this year's Young Creation Award candidates from our 
Partner Schools, a Jury of dance professionals selected 5 finalists: Luca Branca (Italy), 
Joshua Hunt (Australia), Milla Loock (Australia), William Thomas (Australia) and Jessica 
Templeton (UK). These young choreographers will have the opportunity to come to 
Montreux and present their choreographies during the Prix de Lausanne 2022, where they 
will be graded by the competition Jury. At the end of the Finals, on Saturday February 5th, 
2022, the Jury will announce the 2 winning choreographies. These variations will become 
part of the contemporary repertoire of the Prix de Lausanne, from which the candidates of 
the 2023 edition will be able to choose and perform. 
 
Two new contemporary coaches join the artistic collaborators 
The winners of the Young Creation Award 2021, Maya Smallwood, student at Canada's 
National Ballet School, and Samuel Winkler, student at the School of Hamburg Ballet John-
Neumeier, will participate in the Prix de Lausanne 2022 as contemporary coaches. They will
